Ref. Final Report and Decision of Turitea Wind Farm (Sept. 2011)

Hautika is a cottage at the back of our farm. In relation to Hautika the Board states, on page 15-29 paragraph 133, of the final report and decision of Turitea Wind Farm:

“The Board’s decision is to classify Hautika as an accessory building incidental to the use of the principal building on the site (the Adams residential building) and that as an accessory building, it is a sleep out...”

In paragraph 7 of my response to the Draft Decision I wrote:

“PNCC was under no doubt that Hautika was built for human habitation. Hautika stands on a separate title with legal access to Greens Road. Hautika is remote from any other dwelling... “

Also during the Turitea hearing I was asked by the Judge if the block of land on which Hautika was located had legal access to a public road. I replied  “yes” and supplied the Board with the plan showing the legal access. I made it clear to the Board that Hautika was not on the same site (title) as the Adams residence.

I am disturbed that the Board has not made the appropriate correction in the Final Decision, especially when it was pointed out again in my response to the Draft Decision. I am left wondering why the Board has refused to recognise that Hautika and the Adams residence are not on the same site. I have a right to insist that the official record is factually correct and I expect that a correction be publicly notified within ten working days.
