Thank you for your response to the Adams and Huatau complaint concerning retired Judge Kenderdine and the Board of Inquiry for Turitea Wind Farm. You cite the relevant sections of the Judicial Conduct Panel Act relating to complaints not following Judges into retirement.

The Adams and Huatau wish to dispute Kenderdine’s retirement from participation in and promotion of the wind turbine industry. The brief for the New Zealand Wind Energy Conference (NZWEA) to be held in early April 2012 states that Kenderdine, “will share her views on the consenting and community issues that need to be addressed to grow the number of wind farms”.

If Kenderdine has retired as a Judge it is inappropriate for her to be participating in activities such as being a key speaker at the NZWEA conference. Because Kenderdine is introducing and disseminating her Judicial experience at the conference she has not fully retired and is still accountable for the manifest failures of process at the Turitea hearing, i.e. failure to correct errors of fact when requested via written submission and to correctly assess visual impact on Huatau.
